Lectures to improve general knowledge, recorded and 

saved tournament games (optional USCF or dual rated camp chess tournament if requested in 

advance), professional game analysis. 

 

 Camp options: 1-5 days, Thursday-Friday and Wednesday-Friday the next week, full day, half 

day – morning or afternoon session. K-12 students with NW Rating 800-1800. 

 

 Time: Arrival 9-9:30am. Full day (9:30am-3:30pm) half day (9:30am-12:30pm or 12:30-3:30pm). 

Scheduled breaks. Lunch break from noon-1pm (students need to bring their own lunch, 

microwave available). Pickup by 3:30pm. After care possible ($5/every 30 minutes) upon 

request and confirmation in advance.
