Prizes - $125-$100-$75 all guaranteed by WCF. 
Playoff round to break ties if needed:  G/15 white, G/12 Black, d0 with draw 

odds for black. 
Winner gets seeded into the WA State Championship in Feb 2019 and qualifies 
for PNWCC FIDE Open Jan 2019 Masters section regardless of rating.
